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C. Costs and Attorneys' Fees 

Each party shall bear its own costs of suit and attorneys' fees. Trans Bay 

shall bear all costs associated with its administration and implementation of its 

obligations under this Consent Decree.

A facsimile signature shall have 

the same force and effect of an original signature or copy thereof.
